There were many challenges
in creating women-owned cooperatives in Bolivia, and the new entrepreneurs faced strong gender inequality and a general lack of
support for women in the region. The women of Café Femenino Bolivia have worked with the AECAR and Union ProAgro
cooperatives to empower the women coffee farmers of Bolivia by promoting gender equality economically and socially.

We pay a premium above the Fair Trade price for our Café Femenino Bolivia, which goes back directly to the women farmers,
empowering them as entrepreneurs and giving them the ability to support for their families and their communities.

"By assisting the new Café Femenino producers, we help them to increase the income for their families. This directly counters the
poverty they are currently living in. Many women have been abandoned or widowed and do not have any way to support their
children. With Café Femenino, they are now able to take charge of their lives... With that simple model, Café Femenino succeeds in
