In the mountainous region of Barahona, in northwestern Dominican
Republic, lies the Federation de Caficultores de la Region Sur (FEDECARES)
coffee cooperative. Founded in 1985, the cooperative became Fair Trade
Certified from the Fairtrade Labelling Organizations International (FLO) in
1992. By establishing FEDECARES and receiving their certification by FLO,
the community was able to join together and establish educational
scholarship opportunities, invest in coffee processing equipment, and
build new health care centers for its members.

The Dominican Repubic became a member of the Cafe Femenino Coffee
Project in 2007. By helping women gain social and financial independence,
the cooperative made advances in ensuring equality to their farmers.
