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CHIAPAS, MEXICO

Our Organic & Fair Trade Cafe Femenino Mexico comes from the Campesinos Ecologicos de la Sierra Madre de Chaipas (CESMACH), a
coffee cooperative in the southern highlands of Chiapas. The cooperative is located within the Sierra Madre Chiapas, the transition zone of
the El Triunfo Biosphere Reserve. The 300,000 acre reserve is enriched by the diversity of mammels and plants, including over 400
species of birds. The Mexican government awarded CESMACH the 2003 Ecological Merit Award for their efforts to protect endangered
plant species.

“El Triunfo Biosphere is where we cultivate organic coffee and where we coexist with nature by conserving natural resources. Organic
cultivation does not require chemical products and attempts to incorporate coffee and shade trees in the same area. In this manner, we
prevent erosion and make it possible for many plants and animals to live here.” —Reynaldo Lopez Garcia, CESMACH president
