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When you think of our Organic Ethiopia Amaro Gayo, you should remember the name Asnakech Thomas. She is the inspiring figure
behind this extraordinary coffee, as she is the only female coffee miller and exporter in Ethiopia. Thomas returned to her homeland
in 2005 to improve her mill and the coffee quality in the local communities. With a dedication to export high quality coffee, she
travels weekly between Addis and the coffee growing areas of the Amaro Mountains near Nechisar National Park, a one way
distance of approximately two hundred miles. Her efforts paid off. With the premiums set on the sale of this coffee, social programs
are in the planning stages to create jobs, schools, and medical care assistance.

Grown under optimal conditions at over 1500 meters, our Organic Ethiopia Amaro Gayo utilizes the traditional natural process of
drying coffee. This two week process requires an extreme attention to detail, as farmers need to continually rake the cherries
allowing the fruit to ripen on the coffee bean. The result is a coffee with incredible fruit and floral tones, which we highlight by our
light roasting process to bring out the hints of sweet blueberries and citrus with a juicy body.
