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KAUAI, HAWATII

The Kauai Coffee Company initially began with sugar cane farming in the early 1800s under the name McBryde Sugar Company. Hawaii's
largest diversified agricultural project in the last 50 years began in 1987, the first year coffee trees were planted on the farm. In 1995,
the Kauai Coffee Company decided to phase out the sugar crop completely and to expand the coffee operation. The following year the
Kauai coffee harvest exceeded the volume of coffee produced by the entire Big Island Kona.

Today, as the largest coffee estate in Hawaii, Kauai's coffee production takes up only 16 percent of the estate spanning over 3,400 acres.
With 4 million coffee trees, producing 3.5 million pounds of coffee beans a year, the estate is the largest drip-irrigated coffee plantation in
the world. The estate strives to employ environmentally friendly practices by:

- reusing all coffee by-product, such as using the cherry pulp as soil fertilizers in the fields, and not using harmful insecticides

- reusing the water in factory processing to irrigate the coffee fields

- generating all their own electricity with hydroelectric generators, as well as powering 5 percent of the island’s electricity
- reserving over half the farm for conservation

Each batch of this 100% Hawaiian Kauai coffee is inspected and graded by the Hawaii Department of Agriculture to maintain consistent
quality. As one of the first roasters to work with Kauai beans, we had to develop a new Island roasting profile for these delicate beans. We
use a light roast to bring out the abundance of nutty flavors in the Kauai beans, giving them a nice complexity with a clean finish.
