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BOLAVEN PLATEAU, LAOS

This Laotian coffee comes from Bolaven Farms, which means "home of the Laven people." The Laven people are historically the
predominant ethic group of the Bolaven Plateau in southern Laos. French colonists introduced coffee to Laos in 1915, planting coffee
of both Arabica and Robusta strains. Most of the coffee production was destroyed by war, but is now experiencing a coffee
renaissance. Eighty percent of their coffee production is low-grade Robusta, but in the past 20 years various development agencies
and the Laos government have been working with farmers to introduce more high quality Arabica plants to give farmers a better
income for their crop.

Bolaven Farms provides on-the-job training in organic farming techniques, quality standards, and sustainability practices. They have
partnered with AGPC Cooperatives that is comprised of 2,625 family farms in 53 villages. All the farms are currently in transition to
receive their organic certification in May 2010, which includes efforts to rejuvenate soil conditions and utilize organic fertilizers.

We are excited to get our hands on the rare Arabica beans and found it to be a delicious cup. Due to our light roasting process, our
Laos Bolaven coffee offers a tea-like, delicate body complemented with notes of hazelnut and chocolate.
