With almost eight hundred acres of coffee growing land,
the coffee trading agency has over four hundred employees who receive fair wages for their high-quality work and is a rare source
of steady employment in the region.

The Madan Plantation is committed to improving the quality of life for their workers and families - for every pound of coffee sold,
five cents goes towards development projects in the Waghi River Valley of Papua New Guinea. The projects include building schools
for the children and offering free business education to the adults in hopes of enhancing the social and economic setting of the
Papua New Guinea highlands.
